Prepositional Phrases

Activities

Use the attached preposition sheets (in, on, under) to target the use of these concepts in sentences.  Show the child a range of pictures and ask her to find the picture you describe eg. ‘Find ‘The spider is hiding in the shoe’.  Then reverse roles and ask the child to describe some of the pictures.  Focus on each concept separately (in, then on, then under etc) then start to mix them up.

Other resources you can use to target prepositional phrases:

- Books – use a range of picture books and describe what’s happening in the pictures.  Ask the child where different objects are located, what characters are doing.  

- Use objects to target prepositional phrases and ask the child to describe what’s happening eg. ‘Teddy is sitting under the table’.  ‘The boy is climbing up the tree’, ‘The girl is sitting on the bench’

- You can also use ready-made picture resources (eg. ColorCards Prepositions) or obtain pictures from image websites such as Google Images.  
Information about prepositions and prepositional phrases

Prepositions create a relationship between other words in a sentence by linking phrases to the rest of the sentence. A preposition usually indicates the relationship of time or location of its object to the rest of the sentence as in the following examples:
The book is on the table. 

The book is beneath the table. 

The book is leaning against the table. 

The book is beside the table. 

She held the book over the table.
