· Body parts & possessives

· Girl/Boy & belongings - Draw a line from the boy and girl to all their possessions, saying a sentence for each one eg. This is the girl’s dress.

Matching Game

- Make 2 copies of a picture/s with a range of characters.  Cut up one copy of the pictures so that you have a range of body parts/clothing/belongings for the characters.  Put the cut up pictures in a bag.  Children take turns selecting a card and have to match it to the ‘whole’ original picture and say what they found eg. ‘I have the dog’s tail’, ‘I have the girl’s shoe’.
Alternatively you could hide the cut-up pieces around the room and students take turn to find pieces of the picture.  When they have found a piece encourage them to say ‘I found the boy’s truck’

What’s missing

Give each student 3-4 of the same items (eg. a pencil, book, scissors, ruler).  Put the items in front of each student.  Ask the students to close their eyes and then take one item away.  When students open their eyes ask them what’s missing.  Eg. ‘Imran’s pencil is missing’.  Students can take turns removing an item from the table.
